The recent hurricanes in Flori-
da and Texas have evacuations
in the recent news.

Those states spend time mak-
ing detailed plans for these
type of serious weather circum-
stances.

Although Community Care is
unlikely to experience a hurri-
cane evacuation, I’d like to take
time to discuss our evacuation
plan. Evacuations are a part of
our emergency preparedness
plan.

We have a detailed plan in
place to guide our reaction to
various emergency situations.

In August we practiced the full
evacuation of our building.

We took everyone out of the
building quickly and proceeded
to the Beaver Dam Police De-
partment. The City Court
Room is our primary designat-
ed location.

If there ever was a need for us
to evacuate Community Care,
we would call all parents to

instruct them on our situation
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and our needs. Should we
need to be transported to a
farther away location, we
would be at Good Shepherd
Lutheran Church on North
Center St.

We don’t like to think of bad
things happening, but it is im-
portant for us to be informed
of plans that our workplaces,
schools, and child care centers
have in place.

It is important for parents to
be familiar with these locations
in regard to Community Care.
If we need to have you pick up
your child due to an emergen-
cy, you will want to have prop-
er identification with you or
your designated party.

It is important to also think
about how you will react in a
circumstance of an emergency
with your children or your
family. When we think ahead
about things, we prepare our
minds to help us perform as
we may need to.

Emergencies and disasters are
stressful; there is no doubt. At
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Community Care, our staff
train for what to do in emer-
gencies. We talk through sce-
narios at staff meetings. We
practice fire and tornado drills
each month. We attend train-
ings that prepare us for emer-
gencies.

Parents, you can help your
children at home by practicing
fire safety skills. Talk to your
children about smoke, smoke
alarms, and getting out of the
house. The most important
thing is to find a safe way out
and not go back in.

Teaching children skills that
keep them calm and thinking
are vital to safety. Going over
things when there isn’t a real
emergency helps train the
brain for the “real thing”.
Repetition in safe circumstanc-
es is also a great predictor of
success in an emergency.

In summary, know your work-
place, school, and child care
emergency plans. Do the best
you can to remain calm.
Teach your children safety.
